Regular Meeting of March 14, 1994
I. CALL TO CRDER

The meeting was convened at 7:30 PM by Mayor Chris in the Log
Cabin, Bethel, Alaska.

IT. ROLL CALL

ITI. PEOPLE TO BE HEARD

Chris Liu spoke as a member the Advisory School Board requesting
the City Council pass a resolution supporting the construction of
a middle school in Bethel. Mayor Chris asked Mr. Liu to submit a
resolution to the City Clerk’s Office for inclusion on the March
22, 1994, Council Agenda.

Robert Graham advised Council that he had met with the City Manager
regarding the honey pot installed for Graham’s renters. Mr. Graham
stated that he had installed a cam lock on the honey pot to aid in
evacuation of sewage. Mr., Graham also stated that he felt the
honey pot was suitable for his renters who used honey buckets as it
provided a simple and inexpensive system for disposal of human
waste. Mr. Graham recommended the installation of honey pots in
certain locations throughout the City. Discussion regarding the
use of honey pots, the proposed water/sewer ordinance, and Mr.
Graham’s responsibility for the proper maintainance of the honey
pot followed. Mayor Chris pointed out that the Council would be
addressing these water/sewer issues beginning with the March 16
work session. The purpose of the work session was to begin the
process for developing policies regarding the use of honey buckets
and the disposal of human waste.

Mayor Chris addressed the following items:

Informational Ttems/Discussion/Questions on City Manager’s Report:

1.

In response to a question from Councilmember Miller regarding
the letter to Ralph Doyle from BEPCO, and the removal of fuel
storage tanks at the City Shop, City Manager Hunter explained
that BEPCO had conducted a study paid for by the City to
determine if contamination of the soil where the tanks were
buried existed. The report presented by BEPCO was difficult,
if not impossible to interpret. City Manager Hunter stated he
is still waiting to learn from BEPCO whether a leak from the
storage tanks actually occurred.

Discussion regarding the donation of land to the Cooperative
Extension program for a community garden was held.

motion M/M by Miller, 2nd by Wintersteen to direct the City

Manager to avail the City Planner to the Coordinator for
the Cooperative Extension program for the purpose of
identifying property that could be used as a permanent
site for a community garden, and for the City Manager to
also assist with this project. Voice vote. Motion
carried unanimously.

City Manager Hunter stated that he would provide the Council
with a fiscal impact statement regarding the City’'s
contribution to the community garden project.

Councilmember Jones advised City Manager Hunter that the 4-H
Coordinator in Anchorage would be in contact with him
regarding a proposal by which the 4-H program would pay 50% of
the salary of a Youth Services employee in exchange for that
employee serving as the 4-H coordinator for Bethel.

In response to a question from Mayor Chris regarding the
status of the TIPSA health insurance plan, City Manager Hunter
stated that the TIPSA Executive Board was scheduled to meet
again on April 6, followed by a meeting of the whole board on
April 7 to discuss this issue.

In response to a question from Councilmember Miller regarding
the status of the Program Coordinator position, City Manager
Hunter stated that the position still exists. Councilmember
Miller asked for copies of all memoranda that had been sent to
other council members on this subject. City Manager Hunter
stated that he makes every effort to keep Council informed and
would continue to do so. Mr. Hunter asked Mr. Miller to
identify the material in question, and he would provide that
information.
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VIII. REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES

Scheduled dates for upcoming Committee/Commission meetings were
announced.

Councilmember Wintersteen reported that the Port Commission met
February 28, 1994, and addressed the following items: 1)
Recommendation to continue the fuel thru-put fee at four (4) cents
per gallon; and 2) public hearing on the increase of the
stevedoring fee was held. Because there are many different ways of
approaching this issue, a work session was scheduled for March 15
to discuss the matter further. In addition, Mr. Wintersteen
reported that a joint meeting of the Planning Commission, Port
Commission and Public Works Committee was scheduled in February to
review the final draft of the Port Development Plan. No decision
could be made as the joint committees were unable to muster a
quorum.

Councilmember Metcalfe reported that the Planning Commission met
March 10, 1994, and referred to the minutes of the meeting. The
issues discussed included: 1) the determination that Jim Tompkins
(295 Mission Lake Road) needed to apply for a variance; 2)
recommendation to sell city property to the FAA; 3) variance
request from Ted and Heidi Simmons and the determination that
additional information was needed before a decision could be made}
and 4) consideration of 62 unit final phase of ASHA reconstruction.
The construction of 62 new units would also result in 62 additional
units which would be sold on the market as surplus housing.

Councilmember Trantham reported that the Youth Services Committee
attempted to meet, but again was unable to muster a guorum. Mr.
Trantham strongly urged those members of the community who are
interested in helping the Bethel youth to become involved by
serving on the Youth Services Committee.

Mr. Trantham reported that the Transportation Commission was
scheduled to meet to hear an appeal on the denial of a Chauffeur’s
Permit but was unable to muster a quorum. This situation resulted
in the Transportation Commission’s failure to act, therefore,
requiring the City Council to hear the appeal (see New Business,
Item C).

IX. OLD BUSINESS
ITEM A: Public Hearing: Ordinance #94-06~-An Ordinance for

Disposal/Sale of City Property to an Entitvy Providing a
Necessary Public Service (Federal Aviation Authoritv).
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the City Council to hear the appeal. Mr. Dementieff then
presented his case to the Council. After hearing Mr. Dementieff’s
statements, Council asked several questions of Mr. Dementieff.

motion M/M by Metcalfe, 2nd by Jones to approve a conditional
Chauffeur’s Permit with the following conditions: 1)
Yukon Cab and Mr. Randall will sponsor Mr. Dementieff; 2)
that Mr. Dementieff continue to attend AA meetings
regularly; and 3) that Mr. Dementieff agree to neither
consume nor have his in possession alcoholic beverages.
Voice vote. Motion carried unanimously.

ITEM D: Discussion on Sale or Lease of City Property

It was the concensus of the Council to dispose of City property,
parcel Cl consisting of 3.31 acres located behind the existing FAA
housing complex to the Federal Aviation Administration as
recommended by the Planning Commission at its March 10, 1994,
meeting, specifically, for the sale of city land if the reverter
clause is deleted, if the sewer line is built, and if there are no
hook-up costs to future customers of the sewer line.

ITEM E: Introduction of Ordinance #94-09: An Ordinance Amending
Title 4, Acquisition and Land Disposal, Chapter 4.08.030

(B), Disposal to Entity Providing Necessary Public
Service.

motion M/M by Jones, 2nd by Miller to introduce Ordinance #94-09
for public hearing to be held March 22, 1994, Voice
vote. Motion carried unanimously.

ITEM F: Executive Session--Attorney Client/Privilege regarding
Bethel Sewer Lagogn

motion M/M by Metcalfe, 2nd by Jones to go into Executive
Session to discuss the City Attorney’s correspondence
regarding the Bethel Sewer Lagoon project. Voice vote.
Motion carried unanimously.

motion M/M by Jones, 2nd by Metcalfe to come out of Executive
Session. Voice vote. Motion carried unanimously.

In order to adjourn at 11:00 PM, Council Member Comments was
canceled.
