CALL TO ORDER

ROLL CALL

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

COUNCILMEMBER COMMENT

PEOPLE TO BE HEARD
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Mayor Kelly called the special meeting to order at
T7:30 PM.

Present: Anvil, Dale, Hoffman (Tardy), Hohman,
Kelly, Trantham and Warner (Tardy).

M/M by Hohman, 2nd by Trantham to approve the agenda
as presented. Voice vote, motion carried.

Councilman Trantham asked what the status was on the
boat harbor washout. Acting City Manager Clayton
indicated that currently they were still waiting for
the water to recede and then would start working on
it after the water had receded.

Mayor Kelly indicated that she had received numerous
calls from concerned citizens regarding Teen Center
and other Parks & Recreation program budget cuts.
Also for the record indicated that the conference
room was packed full with concerned teenagers and
adul ts and thanked them for attending the special
Council meeting / worksession.

Ruth 'Wally' Richardson expressed her concerns of
the Teen Center close down, and further indicated
that it was the only Teen Center for teenagers to
hang out, besides the Brass Buckle Disco, which was
not a good hangout for teenagers. Lastly encouraged
Council not to close it down.

Charles Peters expressed his concerns of the Publice
Works Department cuts. He felt Public Works Depart-
ment was the main revenue source for the City and
especially with shortage on eguipment currently,
felt there should not be any cuts made. He made
examples of Joe Lomack Building and I.D. Variety
sewage tanks overflowing currently due to lack of
vehicles on the road and shortage of employees.

Kerry Rouske of Building Maintenance Department
invited Council to visit the City owned buildings
and see how much lack of maintenance they have.

Councilman Hohman clarified to the public that the
proposed budget in front of them was basiecally a
'proposed! budget from the Administration Department
and has not been reviewed by Council yet. Further
indicated that more worksessions would be held
before the actual budget was passed.

Jerry Leib, Jr. of Building Maintenance Department
indicated to Council that there was a project short
fall in departments. Suggested to Council to perhaps
going back to charge backs to the departments, and
made an example of 500 hours at Senior Center.
Further indicated that would be one of things for
Council to consider.

Teen Center Coordinator Nelson Davies asked for an

Paul Wold an employee under Building Maintenance
felt a good communication was needed from Manage-
ment regarding human relations and grievances.

Finance Director Kehr suggested that the comments
on the budget hold off until they adjourn to work
session and take care of the special meeting first.

Councilman Hohman further indicated to the public
that no decisions were going to be made on the
budget tonight, and that it was bascially for
Council to review.

One of the teenagers, Robert Guinn asked Council
what alternative they had for the teens if the Teen
Center were to close. Felt that the Teen Center was
one of the places for job opportunity for teens and
also g place to stay away from the Disco and other
mischief teenagers might be into.

Another teenager asked Council why the Bowling Alley
was being funded when they were losing income and
closed down during the summer hours. Felt that the
money could be used for the Teen Center instead.

Teen Center Coordinator Nelson Davies and Parks &
Recreation Coordinator Jeannie Carpenter both
expressed their concerns that it is hard to recruit
and schedule volunteers, and that some of them could
not commit fo more than 4 hours a week.

JOBS BILL PROJECTS

Program Aid Tim Oosterman updated Council on the
jobs bill projects. He indicated that last year
State granted the City with the jobs bill money for
various community services, community improvements
(streets and roads) and small boat harbor. Of that
funding he indicated that 70% was to be used on
wages and 30% on materials, and indicated that
estimate was over now. He indicated the project
started last June of 1988, and in the mean time the
Jobs bill crew were working on the storage shed and
the snow fence. Further indicated that 4 jobs bill
workers were currently working on the storage shed
and finishing up the snow fence.

Councilman Trantham referring to the budget hand out
indicated that the jobs bill money had run out and
wondered how the current help was being paid.
Council further discussed the budget situation with
Acting City Manager Clayton and Finance Director.
Councilman Trantham recommended project be ceased
until the jobs bill money had been researched.

M/M by Dale, 2nd by Trantham to cease building con-
struction until 5/23/89 meeting to research the jobs
bill funding. Voice vote, motion carried.
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Paul Wold expressed his concerns of where the City
Manager was; felt that he should be the one here
during the budget process and felt that there should
be no Acting City Manager involved with the budget.

Council meeting to worksession over at the log
cabin, 8:36 PM. Voice vote, motion carried.
