Buster Richardson, stated he had recently visited the seawall to find the gate chained and
locked. He had asked the port director about this and was told he (the port director) had locked
it to keep vehicles out. Mr. Richardson related problems he saw due to it being inaccessible to
the public. He felt it would generate revenue to be open.

CITY MANAGER'S REPORT

= City Manager Herron thanked the Lower Kuskokwim School District for donating items to the
Youth Center.

Cemetary fencing - administration has measured the proposed fence and damaged fence lines and will be seeking
bids for this project.

Street signs - administration has inventoried our sign supply, sufficient numbers of each sign are available and will
work with PS Comumission and BPD/BFD to identify and place signs in the appropriate locations,

Hitachi 700 trade - all documentation (bond, insurance, etc) is in place, as we speak, the
Hitachi 700 is southbound, Hitachi 200 & JD 310 are northbound due approx. June 28.

ANG Land request - I have talked to BLM concerning Lot 15 (across from Q2), the City of Bethel will have a
couple of options in aquiring title to Lot 15 so that we may be in a position to enter into a long term lease with the
ANG,

Landfill - T have begun research to develop a sand extraction area near the current landfill on city-owned property.
This would have a double positive effect. Very short truck hauls of sand cover of the solid waste and development
of the next landfill.

Chief/Lt applications - Chief backgrounds are nearly done, Lt backgrounds just beginning. Interviews for Chief
very soon. Intent of administration is to include new Chief in the hiring of the new Lt.

Courthouse lease - Lease amount agreed to. Details to be explained in executive session.
New trucks - New water/sewer trucks specifications now being developed, bids to go out.

Old Library - Bob Graham visited with me today, he has moving permits in hand for Tuesday, Wednesday or
Thursday. He could not move the structures as he had hoped.

New information:

Youth Center - Last night, criminals broke several windows. Plans are to repair the windows with Lexsan and
expanded aluminum coverings. The City of Bethel and its residents do not see these actions as pranks, this is
criminal activity, and the City will use its assets to pursue and prosecute.

= Mr. Herron met with Ron Woods and Kit Duke on June 4 to discuss the Courthouse lease
negotiations. He requested an executive session to update the council on the discussions.
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REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES

Mayor Phillips pointed out the work session on June 3 regarding the no-smoking ordinance.

Public Works Committee
Council member O’Brien was absent and there was no report.

Port Commission

Council member Rodgers reported that the Commission met on May 15. Mr. Rodgers stated
that the Commission supported the recommendation by the Port Director to eliminate the daily
moorage fee and use the daily dockage fee in its place. Mr. Rodgers reported that the piling
driving at the small boat harbor was completed and that Red Samm Construction will be being
seeding the Seawall slope on June 15.

Public Safety Commission

Council member Anvil was absent and there was no report.

Finance Committee
Mayor Phillips pointed out that minutes from the last Committee meeting were in the packet.

Planning Commission

Council member Notti deferred comment to City Planner John Malone who reported that HDR
has completed the final draft of the transportation element of the Bethel Comprehensive Plan.
Mr. Malone stated that the next and final phase of the Comp Plan will be started in June and
completed in August.

Council member Sanchez-Pobrislo initiated a discussion regarding road standards and
responsibility for maintenance. Further discussion followed on streetlights in subdivisions.

Youth Services Committee
Council member Sanchez-Pobrislo reported that next meeting is scheduled for June 9.

Council member Sanchez-Pobrislo asked Public Safety Commission Chairman Tom Hildreth
what the Commission could do about putting “children playing” signs up around town. Mr.
Hildreth stated that the Commission had made that recommendation in the past, but were told
that there was not money in the budget for the signs. Mr. Hildreth stated that the Commission
has also recommended lowering the speed limit in the subdivisions, but if memory serves
correctly, the Commission ran into some legal challenges. Additional discussion followed. The
Council agreed by consent to direct the Public Safety Commission to discuss street signs in
general at their next meeting.
