13th Council meeting., Voice vote, motion carried.

Mayor Kelly reported to Council on the following
items:

- City Manager and herself attended the Alaska
Municipal League Conference in Fairbanks on the
17th & 18th of November - indicated everything went
well and met with Susan Humphrey of State of Alaska:
- indicated that she met with Reverend Andy Hansen
of Anchorage regarding alcohol problem within the
community and that their Church is interested in
coming out to Bethel to observe and hold workshop;
- recelived FY'89 Department goals & objectives and
indicated that Council needs to start reviewing
them for future consideration.

City Manager Chinn reviewed his written Manager's
report with Council. Indicated that on the telephone
systems that he will get back to Council with recom-
mendations after speaking with the 2 firms that
turned in proposals. Alaska Municipal League train-
ing had gone well for the City Manager and that he
would get together with the Department Heads.
Reported on Farmer's Home Administration and that he
would pass the information onto Planning Commigsion.
Councilman Warner indicated that before any new
street lights can be put up, Council first has to
allocate some money for them, which hasn't been done
yet. Issue on Busby case, indicated to Council that
it is still the local Public Safety Officer's res-
ponsibility for protective custody cases. On the
status of amended sales tax ordinance, reported that
it had been sent to City Attorney for legal review;
and on the proposed Travel Policy changes, been
referred to the Employee Committee.

City Manager Chinn and Finance Director Kehr dis-
cussed with Council the revised budget to actuals
for the months of September 30, 1988 and October 31,
1988. No actions were taken.

Police Chief Clayton reviewed his written report
with Council and further indicated that during the
Holidays, the City usually issues 2 extra taxi
permits. He recommended that the Council authorize
the 2 extra taxi cab permits as requested by the
current cab owners. Councilman Hohman asked if this
was ever actually done in the past. M/M by Trantham,
2nd by Warner to hold public hearing on 12/13/88

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Councilman Anvil indicated that he noticed the
street lights burned out at the end of Mission Road,
and would l1ike to see them replaced as soon as
possible.

Councilman Hoffman expressed that December 13th
might be a little late for issuing 2 temporary taxi
cab permits, since villagers start shopping early.

Councilman Trantham requested couple of things from
Administration: meaning of Conflict of Interest and
qualifications for committees/commissions; further
indicated that a letter of interest was received for
the Transportation Commission when that individual
was already working for certain cab company-wondered
if it was conflict of interest.

Councilman Warner indicated that in the past, in a
situation like that, the Chairperson of the
Committee would inquire the person write a letter of
regignation.

Councilman Warner reported that Port Commission met
regarding Bush Air operation then was referred to
public hearing during the Planning Commission meet-
ing. Further reported that Planning Commission held
a public hearing regarding Bush Air operation. Bush
Air was given a special use permit for power line
and fuel lines; use permits to expire during break-
up. Also permit was not given for use of the East
end of Brown Slough beach area. Plat was also
approved for Blueberry Subdivision and Council need
to expend money to extend the lights.

Councilman Trantham reported that Public Works Com-
mittee met and on November 20th and following items
were discussed: water truck and modifications of old
Eruck to accomodate Fire Department; water/sewer
rate structure discussion & further discussion to
take place December 20th meeting; Resolution #88-1
passed to utilize Utility Administrative overhead
charges to Utility Department & Resolution #88-2
also passed for employee utility subsidy fund.
Further recommended that Public Works Commission
Resolutions #88-1 and #88-2 be placed on the
December 13th Council agenda.

M/M by Trantham, 2nd by Hohman that Resolutions
#88-1 and #88-2 be placed on the December 13th
Council agenda for discussion. Voice vote, motion
carried.

Councilman Hohman reported that Finance Committee
met and issues discussed were: proposed travel
policies which were turned in with recommendations;
and discussion took place of the Committee's
frustration of their recommendations not being acted
upon and not listened to during Council meetings.

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John Scott of Transportation Commission reported
that they met and following items were discussed:
recommended that Police Department go from a current
size of Chauffuer's permits to a smaller size; under
Bethel Municipal Code 5.20.030(5) rate of chauffuers
permit be changed from $50.00 to $100.00, to include
5.20.040(b) renewal rate of Chauffuers from $25.00
to $75.00. Indicated that River Taxi's was suppose
to be on the agenda tonight and indicated they pro-
posed to add a new section under definitions of the
River Taxi's ordinance; and concluded by indicating

PUBLIC HEARING AMENDMENT #1 TO ORDINANCE 177 -
ANIMAI. CONTROL

Mayor Kelly opened the public hearing at this time.
Police Chief Clayton indicated that the changes on
the ordinance was changing the age for vaccination
from 6 months to 3 months and adding 'cats' for
vaccinations due to increase of cats within the past
few years. Recommended that this be passed. Hearing
no public discussion, Mayor Kelly closed the public
hearing. Councilman Warner suggested that instead of
adding "& or cats" to every section that a separate
section be added to say 'that from 3 months on all
dogs and cats be vaccinated against rabies',

M/M by Warner, 2nd Trantham that draft Amendment #1
to Ordinance #177 paragraphs 6.04.050, 060, 080 and
100 that wording '& or cats' be deleted and section
6.04.045 be added to affect that all dogs and cats
be vaccinated against rabies from age 3 months on.
Poll vote, motion passed unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING ORDINANCE #184-VEHCILE FOR HIRE
